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About This Data Book

Ohio’s KIDS COUNT: 2010 Data Book provides the most current, accurate information available about the well-being of Ohio’s
children for the state and within each of its 88 counties. It contains updated comparison data within four broad categories of child
well-being based on 14 indicators: children living in poverty, children receiving free/reduced-price school lunch, children receiving
food stamps, children in child care assistance programs, unemployment rate, infants born with low birth weight, adolescent births,
children in public health programs, 4th grade reading proficiency, 4th grade math proficiency, graduation rates, children abused and
neglected, children in foster care, adolescents adjudicated for felonies. Each of the four well-being categories includes information
about the trends for these 14 indicators. There are also charts and graphs that compare the state and county data as well as
additional links to resources to help readers better understand and make the data useful. Highlights of programs promising to
improve the well-being of children are featured in each section. Technical and data notes have been included, which provide
definitions and identify sources.

OHIO

hio’s tomorrows depend on today’s children being our top priority. Every child should be

afforded the basic building blocks of a good life—quality health care, an excellent
education, a safe environment, and a stable system of loving care. Sadly, as illustrated in
this report, far too many of Ohio’s children lack one or more of these foundations. This is especially

true in a difficult economy, with financial security out of reach for so many parents.

Despite our current challenges, we must do more to invest in children now. Our public policy
choices today will have lasting consequences. Consider, for instance, that every dollar invested in
early childhood education yields as many as seventeen dollars later. Or the fact that the average
cost to educate one child in Ohio is $10,565 each year, while the cost to incarcerate that child in
our juvenile justice system is $78,840 annually. In this economy, more families are stretched to
the breaking point, and 95,000 grandparents are the primary caregivers for children in Ohio. An
annual investment of $5 million provides critical support for 8,000 such kinship families for the
same amount that is needed to assist just 680 foster families. The data included in this report
highlight these types of choices and the results of our decisions at both the statewide and county

levels.

It is right and wise to use today’s resources to prevent economic and social problems from
worsening. When we neglect these challenges, our difficulties deepen and become more costly to
address later. Many steps can be taken now to prevent such troubles and ensure that Ohio will
offer better education, health care, safety, and economic security in the future. Our children
deserve no less.

Current levels of state revenue and spending cannot continue without damaging future generations.
Decisions must be made about the policy outcomes we want for our state and how we raise the
resources to secure them. Fair and responsible budgeting is how we plan for and provide the public

goods that we all need. People must continue to have access to quality public services just as we
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have inherited from prior generations the cornerstones of strong communities. Children should grow

up in neighborhoods where investments are made to provide the support networks that families need

to thrive—schools, hospitals, businesses, libraries, safety forces, social services, and recreation areas.

Now is the time for Ohio’s leaders to look ahead and prepare wisely for those who will follow us. We
must remember that children are the future. Ohio’s prosperity depends on every child having a clear

path to responsible and productive adulthood.

he 2010 Ohio’s KIDS COUNT Data Book examines 14 key

indicators measuring the quality of care for children in

communities across Ohio. Our 2010 publication analyzes four
broad categories of child well-being: Economic Security, Health, Education,
and Safety. The four categories encompass social factors that affect the
success of every child. The information is presented using the same
format as in previous publications, which allows readers to observe state
and county trends over time. Counties are disaggregated into regions
based on shared characteristics: Appalachian, Rural, Metropolitan, or
Suburban. This model of county separation has been effective as previous
publications have revealed profound performance correlations among each

type or grouping.

As the Children’s Defense Fund-Ohio (CDF-Ohio) continues its

advocacy for children, we believe increased awareness about issues and
policies that affect children will yield a more promising future. The
annual publication of Ohio’s KIDS COUNT Data Book seeks to inform
readers about the welfare of Ohio’s children. Key constituents for this
effort include policymakers and advocates. Policymakers play key roles in
these issues through legislation and appropriations. Advocates are equally
important as they help shape the public climate in which successful policy
can be enacted and implemented. History has shown that ordinary — and
informed — people can bring about huge change. Whether you advocate or
create policy for children, we hope that you find this report informative
and useful in providing for the best possible future for Ohio’s children.
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he data book identifies five indicators that help measure economic

security: children living in poverty; children receiving free and

reduced-price school lunch; children receiving food stamps; children
in the child care assistance program; and the state’s unemployment rates.
This year’s analysis focuses on indicators particularly affected by the recent
economic downturn: child poverty and unemployment.

Children in Poverty

Poverty poses the greatest threat to a child’s well-being as it often deprives them of the
goods and services necessary for healthy living. Poverty is pervasive, often impinging upon
every aspect of a child’s environment. As a result, children can be impacted emotionally,
intellectually, and physically. Poverty is also discriminatory. Age is one of the single
greatest predictors of those most likely to be considered poor. According to the American
Community Survey conducted in 2008, there are 496,890 children in Ohio living in
poverty.! That translates to nearly one in five children living below the poverty level. The
racial divide remains a major factor despite tireless efforts to improve conditions in
impoverished communities. Blacks and Latinos are disproportionately overrepresented
among the poor. While Black children comprise only 15% of the state’s child population,
this group represents 38% of children living in poor families (205,867).?2 Roughly 4% of
Ohio’s children are Latino, but these families experience poverty at a rate of 9% (46,379).3
Although there are more White children experiencing poverty, 44% or 235,590, it is far less
than their 88% representation in the state’'s population.* Disparities in poverty among age
and race reflect some of the most perilous challenges that must be faced as we enter this
next decade.

Historically, poverty has had a stranglehold on households headed by a single parent. In
Ohio, 80% of poor children live in households headed by one parent (432,855).> Over 40%
of the state’s poor families live in urban areas, mostly characterized in the disaggregated
metropolitan county type in our KIDS COUNT book.6 Equally important for economic
security is parental employment. Only 20% of poor children (106,403) live in households

where at least one parent has been fully employed for at least 12 months.” Typically,
parents heading poor households with children have little education. Nearly 60% of
these heads of households lack a high school diploma compared to 11% of those who
completed at least some college.® As the working parent struggles each day to provide
for their family, the odds that their children will break the cycle of poverty are very slim.
Upward mobility for children living in poverty is nearly impossible. These children often
grow up in crime ridden, inner-city communities. Worse, changing living patterns in
Ohio’s neighborhoods has effectively separated rich from poor. Limited employment
opportunities, inadequate infrastructure and services, and poorly funded schools often
stifle opportunities for prosperity among people living in these communities.

Child poverty in Ohio averaged 18.5% in 2008. Given that these rates reflect conditions
from two years ago, the recession’s effect in this area cannot be fully assessed until
future publications. Statewide, the child poverty rate has remained relatively unchanged,
averaging around 18.5% in the four years following a modest increase of 10% in 2005
(see Figure 1). Since 2001, however, the state has seen a rate increase of 25%. Poverty
takes two forms in the state. The first, largely represented in Appalachian counties, is a
disperse pattern of poverty which is not confined to any particular area. It has a greater
impact on Appalachian counties since they represent the state’s highest prevalence of
poverty at 24.7% (see Figure 1). Over the past three years, prior to 2008, this region
has seen a 4% increase in child poverty and nearly a 22% increase since 2001, from
20.3% to 24.7% (see Figures 1 & 2). In contrast, poverty in metropolitan counties
generally occurs in dense urban areas. In these metropolitan areas child poverty stands
at 20.2%, up 29.5% from 2001. In other parts of the state poverty is less pronounced.
There is a 12.6% poverty rate among suburban counties. While the suburban county
type has nearly half the poverty of the Appalachian region, the suburbs are not immune
to trends of statewide increases. Child poverty has increased 26.5% in suburban areas
since 2001 (see Figure 2). Rural counties, overall, have the state’s second lowest rate
at 15%. Yet, similar to suburban counties, areas in the state with the lowest rates have
experienced some of the greatest increases. Over the span of a year, from 2007 to
2008, there has been an 8% increase in child poverty rates in rural counties,
substantially higher than other parts of the state that averaged around 2%. Some of the
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Economic SECURITY

hardest hit counties in the state were Geauga, Huron, Paulding, Van Wert and Wayne, each
representing increases of more than 22%.

Unemployment

Wanting to work but struggling to find a job is the shared experience for many of the
unemployed in Ohio. Over the past decade, the steady exodus of manufacturing jobs has
touched nearly every corner of the state. Today, many among the newly unemployed are likely
victims of the recent economic decline that made difficult conditions worse. When 2009
unemployment is compared with the rates from the start of the recent recession in 2007,
one can gauge dramatic shifts in the economy. Over the course of just a couple of years,
the state’s unemployment rate has nearly doubled, from 5.6% to 10.2%, representing an
increase of roughly 82%. In Ohio, unemployment differs greatly among various segments of
the population. Comprising only 15% of the state’s population, Blacks continue to bear the
brunt of joblessness as the highest unemployed group at 16.1%. Whites represent about
88% of the population and enjoy a far better employment outlook.® In 2009, the jobless
rate for Whites stood at 9.8%.1° One of the factors contributing to the differentiation in
unemployment rates is the disparity in education. There are more subtle gender differences,

as more males than females are jobless, 12.7% to 8.6%, respectively.!’ Families with Figure 3

children have been particularly hard hit by the effects of the recent recession. This segment Unemployment Rates by County Type

represents one of the fastest growing groups of the unemployed. Evidence has shown that

unemployment for caretakers can have a disastrous impact on children. The outlook for these

children is grim as they are more likely to experience homelessness, suffer from abuse, or

drop out of school.'? Those that face underemployment share similar challenges. Currently,

the number of Ohioans undervalued in the workforce has risen to 17.3%, certainly the

highest level in recent years.!3 After months of being unemployed, many workers must seek

lower paying jobs, reducing their purchasing power for goods and services. Whether the parent

is unemployed or underemployed, these families face enormous struggles and make difficult B, B, B B, B B B B, Y,

With Ohio’s unemployment rate nearly dOUbling since 20071 rural counties saw the greateSt Source: Ohio Department of Jobs and Family Services, Office of Work Force Development

change during that same period, an overall increase of more than 117% (5.6% to 12.3%).
This increase has affected virtually every part of the state (see Figure 3). Trends from 2007

to 2009 evidence the rise as each disaggregated region reported increases above 70%
(see Figure 4). Within the past ten years there has been a dramatic shift in the levels of
unemployment in the state’s rural counties. Since 2001, this region has suffered the
highest percentage increase in unemployment, surging by 166.8% (see Figure 5).
Particularly hard hit was rural Clinton County, which saw its unemployment rate climb
from 4.6% to 14.6%, an increase of 217.4% since 2007. Counties with the highest
increases in the jobless rate from 2007-2009 include Paulding (174%), Shelby
(181.3%), Van Wert (167.3%), and Williams (161.7%). These troubling figures have
resulted from losses of major employers throughout the state.

Unemployment figures show that Ohio’s unemployment rate stood at 10.2% in 2009.
Delaware County has the lowest rate at 6.9%; Williams County has the state’s highest
unemployment rate at 15.7%. Appalachian and rural counties experience
disproportionately higher rates of joblessness. Both regions contain at least six counties
with unemployment rates above 14%. Five suburban counties have rates less than 9%:
Fairfield (8.5%), Geauga (7.5%), Lake (8.5%), Medina (8.3%), and Union (8.4%). In
contrast, the rural disaggregate region has replaced Appalachian counties as the area
with the highest unemployment, 12.3% and 12%, respectively. There are six rural
counties that have rates above 14%: Clinton (14.6%), Crawford (14.2%), Huron
(15.4%), Van Wert (14.7%), and Williams (15.7%).

In addition to the above indicators, the data book focuses on the following four programs
that provide support to families in need.

Medicaid

Medicaid is the state’s primary funding source for healthcare. In 2009, the program
insured about 1.2 million children or 45% of the children living in Ohio. Medicaid
eligibility is determined on the basis of income. The vast majority of children enrolled in
Medicaid are from low-income households. In examining participation rates from across
the state, the Appalachian counties were particularly burdened with huge enroliments in
Medicaid. Over half of the children in the region, 54%, participated in the program
(181,282). Suburban counties had the lowest percentage of children enrolled in
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Economic SECURITY

Medicaid, at 33% (166,986). Metropolitan and rural counties fell in the middle, with participation

rates of 48% and 40%, respectively. Figures for the counties show that Appalachian counties have
disproportionately higher enrollment rates. The counties with the highest percentages in participation:
Adams (73%), Jackson (66%), Meigs (66%), Pike (76%), and Vinton (73%), are all Appalachian. In fact,
of the 20 counties that represented the state’s highest rates in Medicaid, 18 were Appalachian. While
Appalachia most felt the impact of those needing support from Medicaid, not all parts of the state were as
adversely affected. Suburban counties fared far better with rates comfortably below state average, with
only three reporting rates above 45%. Delaware, Geauga, Holmes, Lake, and Warren counties had the
lowest enrollment rates in Medicaid, at less than 23%.

Child Support

Child support is the central focus in our analysis on Economic Security. The program provides services to
ensure the financial stability of children, especially in the case of working parents. The child support data
for this year’s publication has been broken into four parts: paternity establishment, cases with support
orders, collection rates on support due, and the amount of cases paying on arrears.

Paternity establishment measures the acknowledgment of paternity for children born to unmarried parents.
For unwed couples, the willingness to acknowledge paternity is significant since it makes the non-
custodial parent legally responsible to pay child support. On average, Ohio’s paternity establishment rate
remains rather high. In 2008 the paternity establishment rate was 91.6%. Appalachian and rural counties
had the highest paternity establishment rates, with Highland County, in Appalachia, having the state’s
highest rate of 114.3%. The next highest four counties, Fulton (112.8%), Henry (113.7%), Mercer
(112.6%), and Noble (111.5%), represent three county types. The establishment rate can exceed 100%
in areas where the number of administrative and court orders that determine paternity are greater than the
total number of children born to unmarried parents.?° In contrast, six of the 10 counties with the lowest
paternity establishment rates were metropolitan including: Cuyahoga (84 %), Franklin (78.4%), Hamilton
(83.8%), and Mahoning (84.7%).

For 2009, the state’s paternity establishment rate rose to 93.6%, an increase of 2.2% from 2008. Similar
to the previous year, Appalachian counties continued to report the highest paternity establishment rates.
Of the five counties with the highest rates, Fulton (115.9%), Highland (115%), Holmes (115.8%), Mercer
(120.1%), and Noble (122%), three are Appalachian counties. When the range was expanded to include
the top 10 counties, five are Appalachian. In 2009, metropolitan counties represented the six lowest rates
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Economic SECURITY

in paternity establishment in the state. The counties with the lowest rates in 2009 include
Cuyahoga (86.9%), Hamilton (84.7%), Mahoning (86.2%), and Montgomery (85.6%).
Franklin County had the state’s lowest paternity establishment rate of 81.5%. Low paternity
establishment could be detrimental for children as it often signifies inadequate financial
support and lack of involvement from the separated parent.

Support orders in child support cases are necessary to ensure that the parent with custody of
the child receives ongoing financial support. In 2008, 75.6% of Ohio’s child support cases
had support orders. Rural and suburban counties had among the highest rates in support
orders, 85.5% and 85.4%, respectively. Appalachian counties reported a rate of 82.7%. In
observing the data, there are some indications that lower paternity establishment results in
fewer support orders. As has been shown, Metropolitan counties had among the lowest rates in
paternity establishment. These counties also accounted for the lowest rate of support orders
at 74.6%. Six of the eight counties with the lowest rates in support orders are metropolitan
counties. Franklin County had the state’s lowest rate at 53.2%. For 2009, there were slightly
more support orders for cases than in 2008, 76.6%. Rural counties continued to have among
the state’s highest rate of support orders, which averaged 88%. The counties with the highest
rate of support orders in 2009 were Guernsey (94.5%), Huron (93.4%), Mercer (93.2%),
Union (93.2%), and Wyandot (93.9%). In contrast, the rate of support orders for metropolitan
counties remains below state average at 75.7%. Of the seven counties with the lowest rates
five were metropolitan. In 2009, Franklin County again had the state’s lowest rate of support
orders at 54.5%.

The collection rate on child support due represents the total amount that is owed in child
support. The collection rate for Ohio stood at 68.8% in 2008. Suburban counties tend to have
the highest child support collection rates at 73.6%. Three of the four counties with the highest
rates: Delaware (80.3%), Fulton (79.4%), Geauga (83.3%), Putnam (80.7%), are suburban
counties. Appalachian counties appear to have the lowest rates in child support due as 12
counties have rates below 70%. Of these, Pike County had the lowest rate of support due at
58.6%. The four counties with the lowest collection rates include Clark (61.9%), Cuyahoga
(61.6%), Hocking (63.9%), and Lucas (62.8%). In 2009, Ohio had a 67.4% collection rate,
down 2% from 2008. Five counties with the state’s highest collection rates for support due
were Delaware: (79%), Geauga (81.3%), Harrison (78.1%), Noble (79.5%), and Putnam
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(79.6%). While the gap between the county types shrunk in 2009, seven of the 12 counties with the
highest rates were suburban. When comparing patterns for low collection rates on child support due, Pike
County, in Appalachia, had the lowest rate at 58.7%. Following were Athens (62.6%), Clark (61.4%),
Cuyahoga (60.9%), and Lucas (61.9%), two of the four identified are also Appalachian counties.

Arrears on child support results when delayed payments of an order are past due, usually after a period of
30 days. These payments are owed in addition to the support order. In Ohio, 68.2% of cases were paying on
arrears in 2008. Rural and suburban counties had among the highest rates paying on arrears in the state at
74.8% and 74.6%, respectively. While Appalachian counties, on average did not have the highest rates,
73.7%, this county type ranks among the state’s highest in 2008. Noble County had the state’s highest rate
at 85.7%. The counties that followed are Appalachian: Champaign (82.7%), Henry (81.9%) Putnam
(85.2%), and Van Wert (82.7%). Metropolitan counties tended to have the lowest rates of cases paying on
arrears. Six of the 10 counties with the lowest rate of cases paying on arrears are metropolitan: Cuyahoga
(60.1%), Hamilton (65.8%), Lorain (65.9%), Lucas (60.4%), Montgomery (65.5%), and Summit (64.2%).
In 2009, trends show that while the amount of cases paying on arrears in rural counties declined, this
county type continued to have the highest rate in Ohio at 73.4%. There were 18 rural counties with rates
above 70%, compared to only one metropolitan county. Metropolitan counties generally had the lowest rates
of cases paying on arrears in the state. Seven of the 12 counties with the lowest rate of cases paying on arrears

were metropolitan: Cuyahoga, Hamilton, Lorain, Lucas, Mahoning, Montgomery, and Summit.

Children Receiving the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program
(Food Stamps)

Food insecurity is one of the most common threats for those living in poverty. In Ohio, hunger is most
prevalent among children. Nearly 24% of children under five years old and 18.7% of those younger than
18, lack adequate nutrition.'* The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), formerly known as
food stamps, enables Ohio families to purchase food products through the receipt of monthly benefits. The
data is based on the number of monthly recipients and annual food assistance (FA) payment per recipient.
While the state replaced the term “food stamps” with “food assistance” in late 2008, the benefit received
by participants remains unchanged.!® The name change is largely promotional, shifting focus towards
nutrition, along with some increases in disbursements.'® Administered by the Ohio Department of Job and
Family Services, benefits are electronically distributed through an EBT card system, typically deposited at
the beginning of the month. Purchases with the card are limited to only edible items.!”
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Food assistance eligibility is needs-based; therefore, recipients must have household incomes of less than 130%
of poverty.!® For example, a family of three cannot have an annual income greater than $23,800. A review is
made of the recipient’s total household income and expenses, which is used to determine the amount of
benefits received. Acceptable expenses include rent or mortgage, electric, water and sewer, phone, and medical
expenses. Accumulated funds, such as savings or assets are also taken into consideration.®

In 2008, 587,273 children in Ohio benefited from SNAP at an average payment of $878 per recipient, and in
2009, the overall number of child recipients increased to 691,148, each receiving an average payment of
$1,105. There is a strong correlation in the number of monthly recipients and the payment amount issued by
each county. Metropolitan counties tend to have the highest number of monthly recipients and payment amount
per recipient in the state. The counties with the most monthly recipients, Cuyahoga, Franklin, Hamilton, and
Lucas, also had the highest average annual payment amount per recipient for 2008 and 2009. Cuyahoga County
had the highest number of monthly recipients, 87,980, and an average payment amount of $991. In contrast,
Holmes County had the fewest monthly recipients and an average payment amount of $600. In general, families
in metropolitan counties tend to receive higher payment amounts since they average more children. In 2008,
counties with less than 3,000 monthly recipients did not exceed FA payment amounts of $700. But, in 2009,
the counties with the fewest monthly recipients did not necessarily have the lowest payment amounts. Gallia
County had 2,486 monthly recipients, but an average payment amount of $1,106, which is slightly above

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Although in a majority of the counties there has been an increased need for support from the
food assistance program, there are some exceptions to this trend. Harrison and Morrow
Counties each saw slight declines of more than 1% in SNAP participation.

Ohio Works First Cash Assistance

Nearly 132,601 children in Ohio were monthly recipients of the Ohio Works First (OWF) cash
assistance program in 2008. The state’s average payment amount was $892 per recipient. In
2009, the number of recipients in the state increased to 154,499, a jump of 16.5%. In
addition, there was an increase in payment amounts from 2008, to an average of $957. Trends
for cash assistance show that metropolitan counties largely represented the highest averages in
monthly recipients and annual payment per recipient. In contrast, rural counties had among the
fewest number of monthly recipients and lowest payments per recipient. One of the assumptions
made to explain this occurrence is that urban recipients are more likely to have larger families
benefiting from the system which in turn results in greater support. In 2008 and 2009, the
average annual payment for metropolitan counties was $952 and $1,009, respectively. Rural
counties, from 2008 and 2009, had an average annual payment per recipient of $793 and
$832, respectively. In 2008, Auglaize County had the highest payment per recipient at $1,398.
The county with the lowest payment per recipient was the Appalachian county of Noble at
$546. Lastly, in 2009, Washington County had the highest annual payment at $1,374 per
recipient, while Noble County had the lowest payment amount at $541.

Child Care

Examining the latest statewide trends in child care found that while the number of children
participating in the programs generally declined, there has been a slight increase in care
expenses. Nearly 7% or 396,488 children in Ohio were publically enrolled in child care
programs in 2008, at an average cost of $2,025 per child. In 2009, child enrollment had
declined to 385,394 as the state’s average cost per child rose to $2,118. Further investigation
of regional and county levels reaffirmed correlations between the number of children publicly
enrolled and child care expenses. Metropolitan counties had the highest number of children
enrolled in child care programs for both 2008 and 2009 — 139,541 and 137,164, respectively.

Similarly, these counties reported the highest average expenditure per child
for each of the years, $2,750 and $2,858. Meanwhile, areas with the lowest
participation rates tend to have the lowest costs. Rural counties had the
fewest number of children enrolled, 583 in 2008 and 543 in 2009, and
maintained the lowest costs. Hamilton County had the highest annual average
expenditure per child at $3,544 in 2008, while Cuyahoga County’s average
cost of $3,401 was the highest in 2009. Of the 10 counties with the lowest
rates, the level of participation was fewer than 300 children. For 2008 and
2009, Logan and Paulding Counties had the lowest expenditure rates in the
state, at $1,092 and $1,456, respectively.

Turning Data Into Action

The Relation Between a Father’s Involvement in a Child’s
Life and a Family’s Economic Security: Increasing
Involvement to Increase Economic Security

For years, the rate of children being born to unmarried couples has
significantly increased. Between 1940 and 2004, the percentage of non-
marital births increased from approximately 5% to 40%.! These children are
increasingly being born into poor families whose economic security is at risk,
especially if both parents are not financially stable and involved. In the United
States, two out of every three children who are below 200% of the federal
poverty level live in single-parent homes.? Children born to unmarried
mothers are four times more likely to have an absent father than those born
to married mothers. Research has shown that a father’s involvement has
many dimensions: economic provider, caregiver, teacher and role model,
disciplinarian, protector, advocate, and resource.® While most fathers express
interest in being involved in their children’s lives, their involvement often
decreases over the first two years of the child’s life. This can have a negative
impact on the child for years to come, from the readily assumed emotional
ones to not having a solid family base, to performance in school and the
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economic security of the entire family. The well-being of children is at risk in such families and the research completed
in the Fragile Families and Child Well-being Study illustrates the negative impacts of noninvolvement on families.* It
also supports the necessity of programs outlined by the National Child Welfare Resource Center, which provides
resources for new fathers to increase their involvement and positive effects on their children.?

As documented in the Health section of this year’s KIDS COUNT Data Book, children born to younger mothers are at
risk of adverse outcomes, including increased health problems, decreased levels of cognitive development, and lower
academic accomplishment. These outcomes, though, are much more likely when a father fails to be involved, resulting
in a less secure life for vulnerable children and their mothers who often struggle to stay afloat single handedly. It can
easily be assumed that when fathers, both residential and non-residential, are involved in their children’s lives, the
child’s overall wellbeing is improved. When fathers are not involved, the children have a higher probability of poor
academic performance, increased behavioral problems, worse health, and they are less likely to fully develop socially
and emotionally. The father’s involvement is also highly dependent on the mother’s willingness to support him as a
provider and as a parent. When the mother and father have an understanding of the benefits from dual parenting, the
child can benefit greatly from the relationship.

Social norms create the notion that fathers serve, perhaps most importantly, as the financial providers for a family and
that if they are not able to do so, they are not good fathers. This notion is not just prevalent in mothers hoping for a
father’s involvement, but also in fathers who think that if they cannot provide well for their families, they do not
deserve to take part in other forms of involvement in their child’s life. There is a clear correlation between a father’s
employment status, whether or not he is residential, and the level of involvement he has in his child’s life. Studies
show that 88.8% of residential fathers are employed with nearly 50% of them earning an income of $50,000 or more
per year, whereas only 69.7% of non-residential fathers are employed with nearly 80% of them earning less than
$50,000 a year.® These numbers illustrate that residential fathers are more likely to be employed with higher salaries,
allowing them to better provide economically than non-residential fathers. The lack of economic stability and, perhaps,
proximity to the child leads to decreased involvement in the child’s life; only one out of every three children with a
non-residential father report having a close relationship with his/her father.”

While providing economic security is certainly not the only form of involvement in a child’s life, research shows that
when a father is able to contribute financially, he is more likely to become involved in other aspects of a child’s life.
Thus, ensuring a father’s ability to provide for a family is vital to ensuring his increased involvement in his child’s life
in other forms (such as providing emotional support, academic support, etc). Research has shown that a higher level of
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income and education increases the ability to provide economically, and also increase involvement, thus reinforcing
the importance of both education and supportive programs that promote high levels of involvement in a child’s life.
In addition to the benefits of the father being involved in the child’s life, the paternal relatives are more likely to be
involved as a support system for the father and the child. Obviously fathers who are better prepared and more
knowledgeable about how to become involved in a child’s life are more likely to actually follow through than those
who are not, so it is vital that there are programs which not only encourage, but succeed in educating and equipping
fathers with the needed resources to actively participate in their child’s life.

Many have begun to realize the importance of supplying such resources for fathers who may not have easy access
to financial stability and, thus, do not have high levels of involvement in their children’s lives. The National Child
Welfare Resource Center has created resources for programs to help reach fathers and fully prepare them for
fatherhood.® The program must understand that a father’s involvement depends on many factors, including the
relationship with the mother, the makeup of the extended family and the surrounding community as a support
system, the amount of knowledge about the transition into fatherhood, and the ability to sustain employment. A
father’s reliance on outside support is vital to improving a man’s willingness and readiness to enter fatherhood, so it
is important that the program provides access to a support system and resources from which fathers can learn the
tools necessary to be good parents. These resources include access to education about the positive outcomes of
emotional and physical involvement in a child’s life, while also stressing the importance of being financially stable
enough to provide adequately for a family to ensure security. If a father has stable employment, he is able to make
his mandated child support payments and provide a secure environment in which a child can grow, while ensuring a
financially-stable future.

In conjunction with the Columbus Urban League, the office of former State Treasurer Kevin L. Boyce offered a
Fatherhood Summit at which fathers from all economic backgrounds were brought together with family-services
professionals to participate in presentations and workshops designed to improve the role that fathers play in
children’s lives. The Summit worked to equip fathers with information about and access to resources necessary to
increase their involvement in their children’s lives, which will lead to the child’s emotional, mental, and academic
well-being, while also ensuring economic security. The Treasurer’s office also offered seminars as part of its Smart
Money Choices program, which aims to teach fathers how to make informed financial decisions, such as saving
money, budgeting, earning and maintaining good credit, and recovering from debt. Learning these fundamental
financial skills is vital to ensuring the economic security of fathers and their families. The Ohio Commission on
Fatherhood also serves as a resource for providing similar seminars, and works to provide funding for other programs
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like the Smart Money Choices and the Fatherhood Summit. The Commission works solely to improve fathers’
involvement with their children and, like the Treasurer’s office, works to provide new fathers with the education and
tools necessary to provide for their families in a well-rounded manner, ensuring, among many other positive
outcomes, economic security for their children.

As one of the featured financial stability indicators in this year’s KIDS COUNT Data Book, child support collection
from the non-custodial parent is a key factor in the financial security of children. The Ohio Practitioners Network for
Fathers and Families (OPNFF) has made the following recommendation to change the current child support policy:

As the child support system is currently set up, the system works against the best interests of children and their
families. The pressure of child support obligations and the accumulating debt that results have the effect of driving
fathers away from their families and alienating the mothers of their children. Many low-income fathers who are
incarcerated, for short or long periods of time in jails and state prisons, do not have the ability to earn money needed
to meet their child support obligations. Fathers should not be relieved of their family financial obligations, but only

that such obligations should be grounded in reality by taking into consideration the situation of the individuals
involved.

As one scholar has stated: "Certainly, fathers should be made to contribute to their children’s upbringing, but some
fathers do not have the financial ability to pay more than trivial amounts of child support. A narrow focus on
punishing nonsupporting fathers without any measures to make it easier for poor fathers to make regular child
support payments might be an appealing symbolic way to enforce personal responsibility, but it does little to promote
the welfare of American children.” °

The current system is self defeating. It operates to debase fathers and divide families instead of enhancing the
potential of men to be good fathers and of family members to be closer and stronger in their relationships with
spouses, partners, and children. The state views incarceration as "voluntary unemployment," which allows it to
continue to enforce child support orders during incarceration. Reforms needed include:
e higher legal standards to be met before incarcerating fathers;
e ending arrears accumulation during incarceration;
e a state-owed arrears forgiveness program;
e a meaningful child support arrearage forgiveness program linked to participation in OPNFF-certified
responsible fatherhood training programs;
e greater allowance for child support modifications that take into consideration the totality of family
circumstances.
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Additional recommendations:°

e Develop father involvement programs that more effectively meet fathers’ basic needs, especially employment needs.
e Better integrate fathers into family services and health care services to young mothers and children.

e Enhance connections between programs targeted to low-income men and child support programs.

e Provide stronger mechanisms to enhance fatherhood and fathering skills among incarcerated fathers about to be
released from institutions.

e Make changes to legal processes and systems that may serve to discourage father contact with children.

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very child deserves quality health care through plans that adequately

support the essentials for healthy lifestyles. Historically, this country has

created disparities regarding the access to and quality of health care
coverage. The “haves” and “have not’s” is a phenomena largely defined by race,
age, and income. Now that the Obama administration’s Patient Protection and
Affordable Care Act has become law, we anxiously wait to see how new regulations
will affect the future of health care for all children in America. This book tracks
Ohio’s children’s quality of health through three indicators: infants born with low
birth weight, adolescent births, and children in public health programs. While
each factor impacts children’s health, this year’s analysis focuses on births to
adolescents.

Births to Adolescents

Teen pregnancy is a critical health indicator since it presents a heightened risk for complications,
as well as other social challenges. For the tens of thousands of Ohio teen girls who unexpectedly
become pregnant, emotions can range from happiness to remorse. Statewide, nearly half of teen
pregnancies, or 44.9%, are unintended.! Unplanned pregnancies are a concern for health
professionals partly because these pregnancies are detrimental to the welfare of both the
mother and her child. Many teens, often unaware that they are pregnant in the early stages, are
far less likely to seek and receive adequate prenatal care. A lack of adequate nutrition during
the early weeks of pregnancy could increase the incidence of birth defects.? In addition, if the
expectant mother does not realize that she is pregnant, she is prone to continue life as usual.
Negative habits such as smoking, alcohol, and drug use may persist and cause greater harm to
the baby.> While many young mothers may not be aware of their pregnancy, some intentionally
hide the fact that they are pregnant. The social stigma of being so young and pregnant can
bring about fear and embarrassment which may result in the unwillingness to reveal their
condition in order to receive necessary care. In Ohio, those most likely to become pregnant are
18 and 19 year olds (16,890).* Racial minorities outnumber Whites in their rates of teen
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pregnancies statewide. Blacks and Latinos have comparable rates, 131 and 124 per Figure 7

1000 births, respectively. Meanwhile, White teen mothers have a rate of 49 per

In recent years, Ohio has seen a downward trend in teen pregnancies. Nationally,
Ohio ranks 26 for teen birth rates.® The Ohio Department of Health (ODH) tracks
child births across the state. Recent reports continue to show signs of decline
among teen pregnancies. According to data collected in 2008, teen pregnancy for
the state averaged 19.7 births per 1000, down 10.5 births from 2001 (see Figure
7). Of all births to mothers under the age of twenty, 18% were repeat births.

Cincinnati has the highest percentage of teen repeat births in the nation at 28%.7

At the county level, declines have been much more pronounced. Five counties from
2007 to 2008 had declines greater than 40%: Clinton, Delaware, Auglaize,
Paulding, and Monroe County had a 100% decrease in its rate. Metropolitan

counties experienced the largest decline in teen pregnancies since 2001, slightly

more than 11%, and Appalachian counties had the smallest decline at 2.6%
percent (see Figure 7). Current trends show that each county type in Ohio had
declines with an exception of Appalachian counties which had nearly a 9% increase
in teen births since 2007. Most of the increases in that region can be attributed to
five counties: Adams, Carroll, Holmes, Morgan, and Vinton, which saw increases
above 40%.

In gauging the actual number of births in Ohio, metropolitan counties continue to
have an edge in higher rates of teen births compared to the rest of the state. On
average, the area has rates of about 23 per 1000 births. In contrast, suburban
counties observe the fewest teen births at less than 14 per 1000. Appalachian and
rural counties also had rates below the state average, at 18.9 and 18.3 per 1000
births, respectively. Counties with the state’s fewest teen births include Delaware,
Fulton, Geauga, Lake, Medina, and Monroe. Each of these counties reported rates
below 7 per 1000 births. Adams, Clark, Marion, Pickaway, and Pike had birth rates
above 31 per 1000.
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Turning Data Into Action
Intensive Home Based Treatment

Recently, a twelve year old boy attempted suicide by swallowing an entire bottle of his prescribed antidepressant.
The medication had been prescribed by the young man’s pediatrician after accusations of anti-social
behaviors at school and oppositional behaviors at home. Fortunately his attempt failed, but the ordeal for his
family was just beginning. He was treated for the overdose in the emergency room at the local children’s
hospital and once physically stabilized spent a week at an in-patient psychiatric program. Due to the serious
nature of the accusations against him coupled with the attempt to take his own life, it was suggested that
after his week in the hospital that this young man be placed in a residential treatment program. Desperate
for another option, his parents turned to their county Family and Children First Council through whom they
were linked with an agency that would provide Intensive Home Based Treatment (IHBT). The young man was
assessed, appropriately diagnosed and continues to receive the treatment he so desperately needed without
entering into the juvenile justice system, harming himself or destroying his family.

IHBT is a mental health service designed to meet the needs of youth with serious emotional disturbances
who are at risk of out-of-home placement or who are returning home from placement. IHBT is provided in
the home, school and community where youth live and function on a day-to-day basis. Services build upon
the youth’s and family’s strengths, resources, and informal supports while facilitating and supporting
individual and family empowerment and self-sufficiency. Services focus on reducing risk factors and
increasing developmental assets, while maintaining safety. Family is regarded as an equal partner in all
aspects of service planning and delivery. The foundation for all service delivery is a supportive and
respectful relationship with each youth and family served, as well as members of their support network.
Additionally, services are responsive to the unique cultural, racial, spiritual and ethnic differences of the
youth and families they serve.

IHBT is a unique, data and outcome supported service intervention that is a part of a comprehensive
behavioral health continuum of care. It is an effective alternative to custody relinquishment, allowing youth
to remain in their homes and receive the necessary behavioral health services needed for community
stability. IHBT increases access to mental health services while actively monitoring and managing risk and
safety issues. Provider teams are on-call to the youth and families they serve 24 hours a day, seven days a
week and match the intensity of services to each youth’s behavioral health needs.
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IHBT integrates core mental health services (community psychiatric supportive treatment, behavioral health
counseling and therapy, mental health assessment and crisis response) into one seamless service. Service is
flexibly delivered at a time that is convenient for the entire family and is available around the clock. IHBT
also successfully utilizes Multisystemic Therapy (MST), an intensive family and community-based treatment
that addresses the multiple determinants of serious antisocial behavior in juvenile offenders. The
multisystemic approach views individuals as being nested within a complex network of interconnected
systems that encompass individual, family, and extra familial (peer, school, neighborhood) factors.
Intervention may be necessary in any one or a combination of these systems.

Based on data from 2009, 394 Ohio youth were served and the following categories were used to measure
program effectiveness:

Placements Prevented
® 86% of youth served, all at-risk of out of home placement, were maintained at home and in the
community at discharge.

School Success
e Passing grades increased from 65% to 77%.
e Disciplinary problems decreased from 68% to 49%.

Juvenile Justice Outcomes
® 50% drop in youth arrested (44% to 21%), youth on probation (27.5% to 13%), and youth detained
(13.5% to 7.1%).

Substance Use Outcomes

e Alcohol use decreased from (11.9%) at admission to (1.9%) at discharge.
® Drug use decreased from (15.8 %) at admission to (4.2%) at discharge.
Mental Health Outcomes

e Youth functioning significantly improved.
e Youth mental health significantly improved.

In FY 2010, 14 MST teams provided services to 589 youth in 11 Ohio counties. There are currently 24
certified IHBT sites in Ohio and trainings are continuing as IHBT gains momentum as an effective option for
treatment (Kanary, Shepler, & Timmons-Mitchell, 2011).
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IHBT targets multiple mental health needs including safety planning and stabilization, recovery and mental
health management skills, mental health service coordination and linkage and targeted mental health
interventions designed to increase functioning in relevant life domains (family, school, community). Since
the IHBT provider is the single point of clinical responsibility there is a decreased need for multiple mental
health service providers, preventing possible service duplication. This also leads to decreased confusion for
the youth and their family as well as allowing for greater efficiency for other systems in which the family
may be involved. Through IHBT, youth are allowed to remain with their current school and psychiatrist,
which means that there is no time delay in re-enrollment that occurs with traditional out-of-home placement
services. Most importantly however, IHBT keeps families together, building on their strengths so they can
implement changes that produce long-term, positive change.

n the Buckeye state, elementary reading and math proficiency are the

primary means to assess students’ academic skills and measure school

readiness. These tests are used to examine the students’ ability to read,
understand and solve problems. There is a fundamental shift that takes
place during the initial years of school. It is a commonly held opinion that
the fourth grade marks the point at which most students are no longer
learning to read but reading to learn. Students that score below proficiency
are not as prepared academically as their higher scoring counterparts. As a
result, they begin to lag behind and receive poorer grades. Eventually, many
of these students are either suspended, expelled or drop out of school.

4th Grade Reading and Math Proficiency

Of the 4th graders tested for reading proficiency in Ohio, 18% received a failing grade,
down from last year’s 18.9% (see Figure 8). Metropolitan counties have the highest
percentage of failing students at about 19%. Other parts of the state that have failing
rates below the state average are: suburban counties with the lowest failure rate at
12.7% (see Figure 8); and counties that represent the lowest rates in reading
proficiency are Adams (71.6%), Clark (74.2%), Cuyahoga (74.7%), and Pike (75%).
Counties with especially high rates of proficiency include Putnam (93.5%), Mercer
(93.5%), and Geauga (93.4%).

The number of Ohio’s 4th graders who did not achieve proficiency in math was slightly
higher than in reading at 21.6% (see Figure 9). Again, students in metropolitan
counties are among the worst performers, with higher failure rates than in other parts

of the state. This year’s data reveals that 23.8% of students received failing scores on
the math proficiency exam (see Figure 9). In comparison, suburban counties register
the highest proficiency in math with only 15.9% of students failing. Similar to the
reading scores, Appalachian and rural counties fared in the middle, with rates of 20.1%
and 17.1%, respectively (see Figure 9). The top counties with students proficient in
math are Medina (91.3%), Mercer (93.3%), Putnam (93.3 %), and Warren (91.8%).
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Whereas the poorest performing counties in math are also at the bottom in reading:
Adams (68.8%), Clark (69.2%), and Pike (70.2%). Cuyahoga County has the lowest
math proficiency at 68%.

Graduation Rates

Every student should have the opportunity to study and learn in an environment that
supports the greatest opportunity for graduation. Achieving high graduation rates must
remain a priority of the education agenda. Today we live in a technological society that
requires students to be highly skilled. While CDF promotes the pursuit of a secondary
education, a minimum of a high school diploma is extremely important considering the
outlook for those who fail to complete high school. One of the problems we must
contend with is the significant racial disparity among students earning high school
diplomas in schools across Ohio. According to the 2007 report by the Alliance for
Excellent Education, Blacks and Latinos experienced the lowest graduation rates in the
state, 48% and 46%, respectively.! White and Asian students generally graduate at
much higher rates, 80% and 79%, respectively. Young teens or adults who do not
obtain a high school diploma are far more likely to be unemployed or underemployed
and poor. Around 7% of Ohio teens between 16 and 19 years of age are not enrolled in
school or work.? Male drop-outs are especially at high risk of engaging in criminal
activity and being incarcerated, and female drop-outs have a higher risk of pregnancy
and all of the resulting challenges.

The latest data from the Ohio Department of Education shows that 16% of Ohio’s high
school students failed to graduate during the 2007-2008 academic year. This is

up 22% from the previous school term. Historically, metropolitan counties
disproportionately have the greatest number of teen dropouts. Counties with the highest
rate of dropouts are Allen (20.6%), Clark (20.2%), Cuyahoga (26.7%), Franklin
(29.4%), Lucas (27.3%) and Marion (39.8%) (see Table 3). Other parts of the state
have comparably lower rates, with nearly half of Ohio’s counties having dropout rates
less than 9%. Some of the lowest rates are in Clinton, Geauga, Mercer, Paulding, and
Putnam with rates at or below 3%. Putnam recorded the fewest at 1.8%.

Building a Brighter Future for Ohio’s Students

Closing the Achievement Gap Initiative

Shortly after taking office, former Governor Ted Strickland created the Office for Closing the
Achievement Gap and named former State Senator C.J. Prentiss as the special representative
to head the program. Governor Strickland allotted $20 million in his budget for the program to
increase the graduation rate in Ohio. Stressing the importance of doing so, Senator Prentiss
said that, “as a state, as a community, we have to grapple with our own internal expectations
of...students. We must begin to raise our standard of expectations. We must see these children
as having potential.” To do this, the program implements an aggressive plan to incorporate
the many influential individuals in a student’s life to create the support system necessary for
success.

The program targets 9th grade male students and, more specifically, Black students who have
a higher risk of dropping out. One of the largest challenges facing 9th grade students is the
need to earn class credits to advance to the next grade and endure the consequences if enough
credits are not earned. Understanding this as a major problem for many students, the program
focuses on Credit Recovery, which allows students to earn the necessary credits to advance to
the 10th grade without falling behind their classmates. Ensuring success at the beginning of
high school increases the chances of actually graduating and serves as a pivotal time in a
student’s academic and mental growth.

The Closing the Achievement Gap Initiative targeted 33 high schools throughout Ohio, which
have the lowest graduation rates (ranging from only 35-50%), and works with the entire
community to create a system upon which students can rely to improve academic success and
increase graduation rates. This system is based on a Model of Shared Responsibility, which
links students with family, teachers, and various other members of the community in order to
build a social network of support. The program sets out to accomplish an increased graduation
rate by largely relying on this network, which cannot succeed without the support of the
community in which the students live and learn. That said, the program’s focus is certainly not
just on the students, teachers, and school officials, but it also relies on the entire community
(parents, mentors, neighbors, etc.) to construct the tools necessary for improved achievement.
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The program constructs this system in the schools by using three important players: the student, the teacher,
and the Linkage Coordinator. Rather than targeting each 9th grade student, the program only targets those

who are at high risk of not passing their first year of high school (because of past class failures, low Ohio
Achievement Test scores, over age for the current grade, five or more out-of-school suspension days, or a large
number of school absences). In each of the targeted high schools, the Linkage Coordinator administers and
ensures that all academic and emotional issues of at-risk students are addressed properly, while also focusing on
students obtaining the necessary amount of credits to pass 9th grade. The teacher works with the student to not
only teach what is necessary in the classroom, but to work with students to create lessons that reflect the
student’s interests. The program also focuses on improving the teacher’s relationship with the student by
teaching cultural competency strategies and increasing professional development through a training series at
Central State University. With this training, the teachers and tutors who help the students have knowledge of the
most cutting edge and effective ways to reach their students and improve their grades. Cory Jarvis, a 9th grader
from a targeted school in Akron describes his own experience with the program saying that it “help[s] you with
your grades because you stay after school and there are people there to tutor you. Last year | had at least a 1.8
GPA. Now since I've been in the program, | have a GPA of at least a 3.0.”

Those outside of the school, though, play roles that are just as important as those who are in school with the
students each day.

e To the parents or influential adult in the student’s life, the program charges the responsibility of simply
helping with homework or talking through academic and social issues each night.

e To the mentors, the program charges the responsibility of showing young men what can be
accomplished after graduation and providing students with the vision and tools needed to accomplish
those things.

e To faith-based and nonprofit organizations, the program charges the responsibility of opening their
doors to host tutoring, parenting sessions, and recreational activities after school or during the summer.

e To the business community, the program charges the responsibility of allowing students the
opportunity to intern with or shadow members of various career paths, so as to educate them about
different post-school choices.
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These responsibilities are extremely important and prove to be essential to ensure greater communal support
and academic success. At-risk young men need a support system of people on whom they can rely to replace
the negative influences that too regularly take them down the wrong path. Fulfilling these responsibilities also
can successfully create the hope necessary for students to not only succeed academically, but to see in
themselves the ability to succeed after school. Seymour Anderson, a 9th grader at one of the targeted schools
in Lorain, says that the program has increased his self confidence and that it “keeps [him] wanting to achieve
by coming to school and graduating with [his] class.”

This sort of persistence from students like Anderson led to great results in the program’s initial year. Policy
Matters Ohio released an executive summary of the initiative after its first year, underlining its promising
accomplishments. In 2006, the program provided programming for 5,550 boys at the 33 schools. Of those
boys, 2,796 met the at-risk criteria that the program outlines as most significant in determining grade
promotion. At the end of the school year, 67.3% of the at-risk boys moved on to 10th grade, reflecting an
increase in graduation rates in nearly all of the targeted schools. Of the 28 schools with useable data, 24 had
better promotion rates from 9th to 10th grade. Four schools in Cleveland and Cincinnati had upwards of a 40%
increase, while most other schools saw a more modest improvement, with an average of a 16.5% increase from
the previous year.

With such excellent initial results in its first year, The Governor’s Closing the Achievement Gap Initiative has
proved effective in building the system necessary to provide students with a sense of hope for success, greater
self worth, and better odds of graduating.

the most significant decline in teens adjudicated at 36.6%, while metropolitan counties
had the smallest decrease at 23.5% (see Figure 13). Youth adjudications are more likely
to occur in urban areas with the metropolitan counties having the state’s highest rate of
13.5 adjudications per 1000 teens. In contrast, suburban counties maintain the lowest
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teen commitment rate of 6.7 per 1000 teens. Marion County reported the highest rate of commitment at
24.2 teens per 1000, while Geauga County represents the lowest at just one teen per 1000. Two counties,
Morrow and Noble, have seen the greatest decline in youth adjudications since previous tracking, with their
rates down more than 80%. While most counties managed to reduce their rates, Hardin County had a 185%
increase, the greatest increase of adjudications in a year (2.3 to 6.8 per 1000). Counties with increases of
more than 120% include Carroll, Morgan, Holmes, and Pike.

Turning Data Into Action
Ohio’s Help Me Grow Home Visitation Program

The birth of a new child can be a joyous occasion, but it may also be a very stressful change for the family.
There is often an assumption that parents are “born” with the basic knowledge and resources to provide a
nurturing, safe environment as well as providing for the emotional, physical, developmental, and health care
needs of their infants and young children. Unfortunately, many families have insufficient knowledge of
parenting skills or an inadequate support system of friends, extended family, or professionals to help with
these vital tasks. Home visitation programs can and are being utilized to provide families with support in
care taking, education, and parental empowerment.

There is a strong body of evidence supporting home visitation as an economically and clinically sound
intervention. The Center on the Developing Child at Harvard University recognizes that for vulnerable
families who are expecting a child, skilled home visitors can produce significant benefits for both the child
and parents. Vulnerable families can include those with premature or low-birth-weight infants, children with
developmental delays, teenage parents, and families at risk for child abuse or neglect. By helping these
families understand their children’s development, set realistic expectations for behavior and improve the
safety of their homes, home visiting programs have been shown to cut incidences of child abuse and neglect
in half.

Help Me Grow is Ohio’s birth to three program that provides state and federal funds to county Family and
Children First Councils to provide home visitation services for expectant parents, newborns, infants and
toddlers up to age three. Help Me Grow serves two populations: families with infants and toddlers with or
at-risk for developmental delays or disabilities and families who are at-risk due to certain criteria, including
teen pregnancy, a history of abuse and neglect, and other factors. Help Me Grow is a voluntary program and
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is designed to support the child and the child’s family with the goal of enhancing the child’s development. The
Ohio Department of Health, Bureau of Early Intervention Services is the lead agency administering Help Me
Grow in Ohio and at the local level Help Me Grow is administered through 88 county offices.

Beginning in 2010, The Pew Center on the States, a division of The Pew Charitable Trusts that identifies and
advances effective solutions to critical issues facing states, will provide financial support and technical
assistance to public education and advocacy campaigns in four states including Ohio where key leaders are
determined to increase access and improve the quality of voluntary home visiting programs.

Pew is a nonprofit organization that applies a rigorous, analytical approach to improve public policy, inform the
public and stimulate civic life. Pew has recognized the Ohio campaign that brings together a coalition of state
early childhood advocates and policy leaders dedicated to increasing investment in Ohio’s Help Me Grow home
visiting system. The campaign and the coalition will work together to assure that all home visiting programs
within the 88-county system adhere to high-quality, evidence-based standards. Help Me Grow services include
prenatal home visits, newborn home visits, ongoing home visits for at-risk children, developmental screenings
and evaluations, service coordination, linkages to special needs services, and family support. Under current
program guidelines, each county determines eligibility for its population but, these services may be offered to
any parent in the state with nearly half of new referrals coming from hospitals.

Newborn and prenatal home visits are offered to parents to identify strengths and potential challenges for the
child and family. Among the top five topics covered at the home visit are infant feeding, newborn care and
immunizations. The mother and child also receive a physical assessment. At this visit, should certain criteria be
met, the family will be linked to additional services under the at-risk or Part C portion of the program. Part C
services are federally-funded home visits available to children who have been identified as having a medically
diagnosed disability or developmental delay. A State Interagency Coordinating Council, which is the Ohio Help
Me Grow Advisory Council, provides assistance, advice and makes informed and supportive recommendations to
the Ohio Department of Health, the lead agency for Part C in Ohio. As required by federal law and regulations,
the council is composed of representatives of a broad cross-section of stakeholders and service providers,
including parents, state and local agencies, and medical professionals.

Ongoing home visits are provided to children and families that have been identified as meeting at least four
criteria that indicate a child may be at-risk for developmental delay. The five most common risk factors seen in
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Ohio include family income, physical or social isolation, adolescent mother, inadequate health care and lack
of a stable residence. Research indicates that early interventions offer the best chance to mitigate the effects
of these risk factors, improve outcomes for children and their families, and reduce public expenditures in
the future. At-risk services are also considered effective in preventing child abuse by addressing the risk
factors for maltreatment and neglect.

Ohio is experiencing positive outcomes from home visiting. Every Child Succeeds, a home visiting initiative
in Cincinnati, showed that, in 2009, 100% of the parents enrolled had a primary care doctor; 97% of the
parents had structured their home to stimulate learning; and 99% of prenatal women were receiving regular
prenatal care. Ohio’s Nurse Family Partnership programs have also seen improvements in parent and child
outcomes as exemplified by 91% of children in the program receiving all recommended immunizations by
24 months and 89% of babies in the program born at a healthy weight. It is estimated that 8,300 children
were served by Ohio’s Help Me Grow home visiting programs in 2010.

Safe, healthy families are essential for a healthy Ohio. The Help Me Grow home visitation programs offer
an effective mechanism to ensure ongoing parental education, social support, and linkage with public and
private community services that can help ensure the safety of our children.

Source: U.S. Census Bureau, Population Estimates
Program (PEP)

Definition(s): An estimate of the population in Ohio
counties for July 1, 2009. The Census Bureau’s PEP uses
existing data series such as births, deaths, federal tax
returns, Medicare enrollment, and immigration to

update the decennial census base counts.

Child Population

Source: U.S. Census Bureau, Population Estimates
Program (PEP)

Definition(s): A PEP estimate of the child population of
Ohio counties for July 1, 2009. For the purposes of this
data book, children are defined as persons under the age
of 18.

Ohio’s Estimated Median Household Income

Source: U.S. Census Bureau, 2008 Small Area Income
and Poverty Estimates (SAIPE) Program

Definition(s): Median household income is defined as that
value of income which divides the household income
distribution into two equal groups of households where

one has income above the median, and the other has
income below the median. According to the Census
Bureau, a household includes all the people who occupy
a housing unit as their usual place of residence. The
poverty rate is the percentage of the population that falls
below the federal poverty guidelines.

Children Living in Poverty

Source: U.S. Census Bureau, 2008 Small Area Income
and Poverty Estimates (SAIPE) Program

Definition(s): An estimate of the percentage of children
living below the federal poverty guideline each year. This
official measure of poverty was established by the Office
of Management and Budget Statistical Policy Directive
14 (May 1978).! Please note that each estimate has a
margin of error above or below, which can be quite large
for smaller Ohio counties.

Children Receiving Free/Reduced Lunch
Source: Ohio Department of Education

Definition(s): A rough estimation of the number and
percentage of children that participated in the free or
reduced-price lunch program in Ohio schools in October
of each school year. This indicator is calculated by
dividing the counties’ average daily population (ADP) by
the average daily membership (ADM), which is the
greatest number of students enrolled at the reporting site
with access to meals served under the National School
Lunch Program. Children must live in families below 185
percent of the federal poverty guidelines to qualify for the
program.
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Children Receiving Food Stamps

Source: Bureau of Program Policy, Office of Family
Stability, Ohio Department of Job and Family Services

Definition(s): The percentage of children receiving food
stamps in July of each year.

Unemployment Rate

Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services,
Office of Work Force Development

Definition(s): Persons who were not employed, but who
were actively seeking work, waiting to be called back
to a job from which laid off, or waiting to report within
thirty days to a new payroll job. The unemployment
rate is expressed as a percentage of the civilian labor
force.

Comments: Data is not seasonally adjusted.

Children in Child Care Assistance Program

Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services,
Bureau of Child Care

Definition(s): The rate of children in the child care
assistance program per 1,000 children ages O to 13.
Parents who are working or in school and meet the
eligibility requirements may apply to receive help

with child care costs. The amount paid is based on
income, family size, and the number of children in
child care.

Comments: To track this indicator over time, the rate
of children in the child care assistance program is

determined by taking the number of children in the
program and dividing it by the population of children
age 13 and under. This is based on the program
requirement that, “[c]hild care can be provided only
for children under the age of 13, or under the age of
18 if eligible for special needs or protective child
care.”? Due to age brackets being determined by the
U.S. Census Bureau Population Estimates Program,
using a denominator of children under 13 was not
possible. However, according to a source from ODJFS,
“It would be accurate to take the rate of children from
the 0-13 age group.”

Birth to Adolescents

Source: Ohio Department of Health, Center for Vital
and Health Statistics

Definition(s): The number of births to adolescents
younger than 18 and the rate per 1,000 adolescent
females ages fifteen to seventeen.

Infants born at Low Birth Weight

Source: Ohio Department of Health, Center for Vital
and Health Statistics

Definition(s): The percentage of babies born weighing
less than 5.5 Ibs at birth.
Children in Public Health Care Programs

Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services,
Office of Ohio Health Plans-Medicaid Program

Definition(s): Children eligible for Healthy Start
(SCHIP) are younger than age 19 and in a family with
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Technical & Data Notes \

income up to 200% of the federal poverty guidelines;
children eligible for Healthy Families (Medicaid) coverage
are younger than age 19 and in a family with income up
to 90% of the federal poverty guidelines.

Fourth Graders Not Proficient in Math
Fourth Graders Not Proficient in Reading
Source: Ohio Department of Education

Definition(s): The average percentage of students who did
not score proficient or better on fourth grade math and
reading tests. School districts were assigned to the county
where their district office is located.

Comments: The Ohio Department of Education reports the
percentage of children who scored proficient or better. In
order to have all the indicators worded in such a way that
“less is better” and “more is worse” (such as poverty,
which becomes “worse” as the rate increases), KIDS
COUNT Ohio calculated the percentage of fourth graders
who scored less than proficient in math and reading.

Students Not Graduating from High School

Source: Ohio Department of Education

Definition(s): The percentage of high school students who
did not graduate on time. School districts were assigned
to the county where their district office is located.

Comments: The percentage of high school students not
graduating was calculated in order to maintain the
consistency of the indicators.

Children Abused or Neglected

Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services,
Office for Children and Families

Definition(s): The rate of substantiated reports of child
abuse and neglect per 1,000 children, including
emotional maltreatment, neglect, physical abuse, and
sexual abuse.

Children in Foster Care

Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services,
Office for Children and Families

Definition(s): The rate of children in substitute care each
year per 1,000 children. This includes children who were
in care on January 1 of each year, along with children who
entered care during that calendar year. This reflects
children placed by public agencies only.

Adolescents Adjudicated for Felonies

Source: Ohio Department of Youth Services

Definition(s): The rate of youths adjudicated for felony-
level offenses per 1,000 youths ages 14 to 17. Fourteen
to 17 year olds were chosen as the base population
because the vast majority of felonies are committed by
youths in this age group. Youths with more than one
adjudication in a calendar year are counted only once.

Economic Security Indicators
Children Enrolled in Medicaid

Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services
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Definition(s): A state and federally funded program that
pays for health care services for eligible low-income
people of all ages, including children, pregnant
women, families, older adults and Ohioans with
disabilities. Medicaid services are delivered via
contracted health care providers, ensuring that
Medicaid consumers get access to needed services,
such as physician’s visits, hospital inpatient care,
prescription drugs and home health services.

Comments: Data compares enrolled to non-enrolled
children under the age of 17 and the total cost of
coverage per member per year (2009).

Child Support
Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services

Definition(s): The program establishes paternity,
obtains, enforces, and collects child support funds
for children.

Comments: Figures are reflective of data extracted from
2008 and 2009 child support cases.

Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program
(SNAP, formerly known as Food Stamps)

Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services

Definition(s): A program designed to raise nutritional
levels, to expand buying power and to safeguard the
health and well-being of individuals and families
whose gross monthly income is within 130% of the
federal poverty guidelines.

Ohio Works First Cash Assistance
Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services

Definition(s): Established to provide time-limited cash
assistance to eligible families through Ohio’s
Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF)
program, which emphasizes employment, personal
responsibility and self-sufficiency. The program is the
financial-assistance portion of the TANF program,
which provides cash benefits to needy families for up
to 36 months.

Publicly Funded Child Care
Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services

Definition(s): Child care and early learning
opportunities provided through local agencies in order
for parents to succeed in work or training/education
and for children to succeed in school. Through state
and federal funding, families whose income is at or
below 150 percent of the federal poverty guidelines
can receive payment for all or part of their monthly
child care expenses while parents work or attend job
training/ educational activities. A family may remain
eligible until income increases to 200 percent of the
federal poverty guidelines.

Paternity Establishment Rate

Source: Ohio Department of Job and Family Services

Definition(s): The total number of children born to
unmarried parents, who had active child support
cases, for whom paternity was established or
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Technical & Data Notes

acknowledged as of the end of the reporting period,
divided by the total number of children born to
unmarried parents, who had active child support cases,
as reported 12 months prior to the reporting period. In
some cases, the rate can exceed 100%.

Comments: Amount exceeds 100% when the number of
administrative and court orders to determine paternity
total more than the number of children born to unmarried
parents in a given year.
